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Disclosure Checklist 

When Access May Be Denied: 
(a) The information is protected by solicitor-client privilege; 

(b) To do so would reveal confidential commercial information (ie claim reserves, 
commissions etc); 

(c) To do so could reasonably be expected to threaten the life or security of another 
individual; 

(d) The information was generated in the course of a formal dispute resolution 
process. 

(e)  Granting the access would likely reveal personal information of another individual 
who does not consent to granting the access and it is not possible to sever the 
requested information from the personal information of the other individual.
